1. Minutes 

The minutes of the meeting of the Council on 21st May 2019 were approved.

2. Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from Edward Walker.

3. Declaration of Interest

There were none.

4. Matters arising

a. Asthal triangle. CA had a productive meeting with Dominic Wood, owner of the Maytime who agreed to consider making a donation towards the cost of kerbing the triangle. He also wondered if we could have some extra bollards by the entrance to the Maytime Car Park – to prevent damage to the walls and also to prevent cars parking dangerously close to the entrance. It would be good if these could be positioned at the same time as the work on the triangle. It was agreed that CA would liaise with OCC and Dominic Wood about this. RG is to follow up with Nicholas Field Johnson (NFJ) re applying for money from his OCC fund. RG to email councillors for approval to go ahead with the project. Action CA and RG
b. Asthal Bridge. The email from OCC was disappointing and it was agreed to take up the offer of NFJ to pursue the matter. It was agreed that it would be useful to invite the appropriate OCC officer to attend a Council meeting to discuss the matter. Action RG.

5. Finance
a) To approve the Annual Return of Accounts for Audit. The internally audited accounts for 2018-19 were presented and approved by the council. The Annual Governance Statement was completed and the Accounting Statements approved.
b) To review risk management. The risk assessment was reviewed and it was agreed that the allotments should be checked at least annually to ensure that all paths and steps are well maintained and pose no health and safety risk. Action RG
c) To review the competence of the Internal Auditor. The Council were satisfied that the internal assessor was suitably qualified and was rigorous in completing the task.

LH reported that the allotments were now registered with the Land Registry. LH was concerned that the Council has Possessory title which is for 12 years at which point it would need to be upgraded to absolute title. The significance of this will be checked with the solicitor.
